As a coach ensure that:
· All your players participate
· All teams are evenly matched – mix up the better players
· You are generous with your praise and set a good example
· You keep yourself informed on sound coaching principles

· You keep yourself informed on principles of growth and development of young people
· You gain suitable qualifications in order that you take a turn in refereeing / coaching / managing your teams games

· Players know that winning is only a small part of their development

· You develop team respect for opponents, opposing coaches and match officials
· You encourage young players to develop basic skills and FAIRPLAY
· You always thank officials and never criticise them in front of players or spectators
· You do not tolerate foul play, cheating, violence or bad language – replace offenders
As a Player:

· Play for fun & enjoyment, not just to please your parents or coach
· Abide by the laws of the sport
· Work equally hard for yourself and your team
· Be a good sport – applaud all good performances
· Treat all players as you yourself would like to be treated
· Remember that the aim of the festival is to have fun, improve your skills and feel good
· At the end of play, applaud and thank your opponents and the match officials

· Never argue with the decisions of match officials
· Control your temper – foul language will be penalised
· Don’t bully or take advantage of any other player
As a spectator:
· Acknowledge good performance and FAIR PLAY by opponents
· Show respect for opponents and officials at all times

· Do not use profane language or harass players, coaches or match officials.
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
